School Districts


El Paso County residents strongly support all levels of education and actively participate in school activities as parents or community members. High SAT scores that far surpass national averages, and high school graduation rates exceeding 85% reflect strong parental involvement and local pride.   Support thrives in large measure because of the many choices parents and students enjoy.


Within the excellent pubic school system, students can enroll in specific charter or alternative schools as their needs or interests dictate.  Private schools, religious and nonreligious, offer other options from pre school though high school. Parents can home school their children with extensive support from the Colorado Department of Education, and their students can participate in certain public school activities. All high schools offer numerous advanced programs and courses—International Baccalaureate, AP, and Honors—and many vocational options in conjunction with our Pikes Pike Community College.   These schools also feature excellent opportunities in many sports, the arts, music, and theater. Busing for regular and after school activities greatly enable students to expand their horizons.  Regardless of the education path parents and students select, opportunities for excellence abound.  


For newcomers, knowing school district location is important; the following will provide a general idea. Colorado Springs District 11, the oldest and largest in the county, covers the city northward to Briargate and Rockrimmon, west to Manitou Springs, east to Powers Blvd., and for much of the city’s south side. Manitou Springs Dist 14 holds responsibility for the foothill areas west of Colorado Springs to Teller County.

To the north, Academy Dist 20 includes Briargate, Rockrimmon, Middle Creek, Gleneagle to Baptist Rd, and much of Black Forest.  Lewis Palmer Dist 38 covers northern El Paso County, (Monument, Palmer Lake, Kings Deer) and northern Black Forest.  Many individuals commuting to Denver or assigned to the United States Air Force Academy live in these two districts.  


To the southwest, a much smaller Cheyenne Dist 12, encompasses the Broadmoor and Skyway areas.  Harrison Dist 2, takes in the southeast portion of the city.   Further south, Fountain Ft. Carson Dist 8 and Widefield Dist 3 cover the areas to the east and southeast of Fort Carson.  Dist 8 maintains four public schools on the installation; many soldiers and their families live off post in both Districts 8 and 3.        


On the east side of the Colorado Springs beyond Powers Blvd., Falcon School Dist 49 takes in the eastern Black Forest and numerous subdivisions built over the last 20 years.  The Falcon area represents the fastest growing region in the county.  Many military personal assigned to Peterson AFB and Schriever AFB live in the district
